Conditions pertaining to the participation, the fixing of voting
rights, and the admissibility of candidacies

At the general Constitutive Conference for the e-Omed
International Association

Conditions relating to membership of the Association

Only corporate bodies may become members of the e-Omed international Association, under the terms
and conditions stipulated in the draft statutes (memorandum and articles of association).

Individuals may only participate in their capacity as representatives of corporate bodies who have
expressed their intention of joining the association. However, establishments forming part of a university
which have not attained corporate status may express their intention to join the association subject to
subsequent approval from the legal representative.

In any event, the prior approval of the legal representative is necessary for them to exercise the right to
vote and to appraise the admissibility of candidacies for all functions.

NOTE: The legal representative is the president or the rector of a university, or the managing director of
an educational establishment with its own corporate, legal identity.

Participants

Any interested person who declares him/herself to be the representative of an establishment likely to
join e-Omed, and who has already been enrolled/registered as a participant, may be admitted to take
part in the Constitutive General Conference of e-Omed.

Such a person may intervene during the conference, pose questions, or express an opinion. However, the
right to vote is strictly reserved to individuals who possess and exhibit a mandate/proxy from the
corporate body which they represent.

In any event, any person seeking to stand for election to any function in the association must
beforehand obtain and produce a document signed by the legal representative of his/her corporate
body which has indicated its intention to join, if such person is to be entitled to declare his/her candidacy.

Voting Rights and proposals/motions to amend the draft statues (memorandum
& articles)

The right to vote at the general constitutive conference will be strictly reserved to those persons
possessing the written authorisation of the legal representative of a body which has declared its
intention to join.



Only these authorised persons may propose amendments and cast a vote in the vote for the adoption of
the statutes (memorandum & articles), and thereafter take part in the votes organised in order to make
up the bodies of the association or to adopt or refuse any projects for deliberation. In order to be valid,
the mandate/authorisation must be delivered in writing and contain the signature of the legal
representative of the institution represented, together with the organisation’s official stamp, on the
form distributed for this purpose. The written mandates authorising representation may be produced at
any time prior to the opening of the general constitutive conference. When the legal representative of a
body which has declared its intention to join the association (for example the president or rector of a
university or the principal or managing director of an establishment with legal capacity) is personally
present, then he or she will have the right to cast any vote on behalf of the body which he or she
manages. In terms of the draft statutes (or memorandum & articles), the right to vote is the same for all
corporate bodies having expressed their intention to join the association, namely one single vote per
body or institution represented, regardless of the number of delegates attending the conference

Conditions of eligibility for admissibility of candidates for all functions

As soon as possible after the adoption of the statutes (or memorandum & articles) by the general
conference, the first elections will be organized in order to proceed to the election of the president and
executive vice president, as well as the members of the executive council.

No candidacy for any individual seeking to stand for election to any function may be received/accepted
unless accompanied by a mandate explicitly authorising his/her candidacy by the body or institution
which he or she represents. This mandate must be dated and signed by the legal representative of the
candidate’s corporate body on the form previously furnished to all of the bodies which have enrolled.

Any candidacy application can be received, under these terms, at any time prior to the opening of the
general constitutive conference.
